Dabar Rimuté Riman-
tiené jtemptai dirba, rengdama spaudai nauja veikala
apie Sventosios akmens amZiaus paminkly tyrinéjimus.
Knyga lictuviy ir vokie¢iy kalbomis jau kitamet pla-
nuoja isleisti Lietuvos nacionalinis muziejus.
Perzvelgus kad ir glaustai pateiktg jubiliatés gy-
venimo kelia, daug kam gali kilti klausimas: kas gi l¢-
meé tokig turininga ir sékmingg moksline karjera? At-
sakymas paprastas: Rimutés Rimantienés asmenybés
fenomenas. Pasak antropologo profesoriaus G. Ces-

nio, ji suformavo du démenys: pirmasis biologinis —
paveldéti talentingy tévy ir protéviy genal ir antrasis —
kulttiriné aplinka, aukléjimas bei saviauklia. Palankia
kultiiring terpg asmenybei formuotis sudaré tévy na-
mai, pilni knygy, garsiy ir intelektualiy Zmoniy, tévy
kultliriné ir meniné orientacija. Toliau viska [émé ju-
biliatés stiprios valios iSugdyty bruozy visuma. Gal dar
ir ypatinga s¢kmé? Nors jau seniai archeologija i$ lo-
biy icSkojimo verslo virto mokslu, $is elementas taip
pat svarbus archeologo darbe. Turiningo ir jdomaus
R. Rimantienés gyvenimo kelyje biita jvairiy archeo-
loginiy sezony. Bet apsilankykime Lietuvos naciona-
linio muziejaus naujojoje archcologijos ekspozicijoje
ir pabandykime ja jsivaizduoti be garsiyjy Sventosios
briedziy ir medinés skulptiiros, be daugybés unikaliy
mediniy ir gintariniy akmens amZiaus dirbiniy, be di-
dziyjy Nidos puody, be nuostabiy Piety Lietuvos tit-
naginiy dirbiniy. Liidnas bty vaizdas.

Gerbiama jubiliaté i§ adtuoniasdesimties mety —
$eSiasdeSimt atidavé archeologijai. Jeigu apskritai Li-
kimas Zmogui leidZia pasirinkti, tai Rimutés Riman-
tienés pasirinkimas buvo sékmingas. Galima pritarti
arba nepritarti R. Rimantienés mintims, galima pri-
imti arba atmesti jos propaguojamas teorijas, paga-
liau galima sutikti arba nesutikti su jos darbo meto-
dais. Negalima padaryti vieno: paneigti jubiliatés dar-
by reikS§més Lictuvos archeologijos mokslui. Tiilas
archeologas teatlicka bent treédalj R. Rimantienés nu-
veikto darbo ir tai jau bus didelis pasickimas. Akmens
amziaus tyrinétojy diskusijose dar ilgai skambés fra-
z€s ,,...0 Rimantiené ragé...“, ,....bet Rimantiené ma-
no..”, ,gal Rimanticné Zino?...”

RIMUTE RIMANTIENE CELEBRATES
HER 8$0TH BIRTHDAY

In each nation and each state there are persons,
whose names are inseparably bound with a certain
sphere of scientific or cultural activities. Lithuanian
archeology, Lithuanian Stone Age and Rimuté Riman-
tiené — this name is very often met in lists of refer-
ences, used by researchers in various states, above the
titles of abundant scientific articles, on the covers of
tens of monographs, in many science popularizing and
mass media publications. This year Rimuté Riman-
tiené the most famous researcher of the Stone Age in
our state, Doctor of Humanities, the editor of many
scientific publications, museum-worker, translator and
archaeologist celebrates her 80 year jubilee.

Rimuté Rimantiené was born on October the 25",
1920 in Kaunas in the family of Konstantinas Jab-
lonskis and Zofija Jablonskiené. Between 1938 and
1946 she studied at Kaunas Vytautas the Grand Uni-
versity and Vilnius University. She started to work at
M.K. Ciurlionis Museum of Arts, when she was a stu-
dent. After a completion of the studies she was a lec-
turer at Vilnius and Kaunas Universities and from
1960 to the middle of 1999 worked at Lithuanian In-
stitute of History. In 1962 R. Rimantiené maintained
a doctor’s thesis (at that time referred to as a candi-
date’s thesis) “The Periodization and Topography of
Settlements Dated to the Stone Age and Bronze Age”
and in 1972 — a thesis of Hab. Doctor of Humanities
(at that time — a Doctor of Historical Sciences) “The
Primordial Settling of the Territory of Lithuania”. In
1994 Dr.Hab. Rimuté Rimantiené was awarded with
a state premium for her merits to Lithuanian science.

In the process of a systematic and energetic work,
which included excavation of archeological monu-
ments and research of collected (mostly by her father
Konstantinas Jablonskis) materials, she disclosed to
the Lithuanian science the most ancient period of his-
tory of Lithuania — from the appearance of first in-
habitants to a formation of local cultures. The con-
ceptual monograph “The Paleolithic and Mesolithic
in Lithuania” (Vilnius, 1971, in Russian) became a
foundation of the conceptions of the Paleolithic and
Mesolithic in Lithuania.

The next stage — several decades, allotted to a re-
search of the Neolithic and the Bronze Age, one of
the most complicated and interesting periods of the
Lithuanian history. Tens of archacological expeditions
over the Western and Southern Lithuania were ar-
ranged, abundant archacological materials were col-
lected and examined, three monographs (“Sventoji:
the Narva Culture Settlements”. Vilnius, 1979; “Sven-
toji: the Littoral Culture Settlements”. Vilnius, 1980;
“Nida: a Settlement of Ancient Balts”. Vilnius, 1989)
as well as many scientific articles and reports were
prepared. In parallels, R.Rimantiené was writing her
most important work — “The Stone Age in Lithuania”
(Vilnius, 1984), where the historical panorama of the
§ millenium period was presented. The book took a
great interest of readers and soon became a biblio-
graphic rarity. The second edition of the book, which
was considerably supplemented, was published twelve
years later (“The Stone Age in Lithuania”. Vilnius,
1996). We consciously do not try to consider the con-
tents of the said books in a few phrases herein — each
of them is worthy of deep and scrupulous studies.

After the restoration of the Independence of
Lithuania more wide possibilities of contacts with ar-
chacologists of the Western Europe appeared. Soon
it became clear that the activities of our archaeolo-
gists were poorly known to the West from Lithuania.
The Articles of Rimuté Rimantiené in the most fa-
mous archaeological publications (The Neolithic of
Eastern Baltic, Jowrnal of World Prehistory, Vol. 6, No. 1,
1992, p. 97-143; Neolithic Hunter-Gatherers at Sven-
toji in Lithuania, Antiguity, Vol. 66, No. 251, June 1992,
p. 367-376; Holocene Changes in the Palacoecological
Conditions of the Lithuanian Coast around the
Sventoji Settlement, Pact 50 - 11.10, p. 185-196 (to-
gether with Meiluté Kabailiené) arose a great inter-
est among foreign colleagues and were highly appre-
ciated. The articles of R. Rimantiené for international
publications in archaeology, written on a irreproach-
able professional level, increase a prestige of our state
and make famous the name of Lithuania. It was once
more confirmed by a publishing of one more variant
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of “The Stone Age in Lithuania” in Germany before
several years (Die Steinzeit in Litauen, Bericht der Ro-
misch-Germanichen Kommission, 75, 1994, Mainz am
Rhein).

Within that period the scientist travels much and
during her travels reads reports at conferences in Den-
mark, Poland, Czechia, Latvia and lectures in
Stockholm, Upsala and Freiburg Universities. The
excellent memory, consecutive exposition of thoughts,
strict logic, scrupulously weighed arguments, ability
to speak French, German, Scandinavian and other lan-
guages always made a very good impression upon the
listeners.

Within the last decade of this century, in spite of
her honorable age, R.Rimantiené continues her work:
she writes articles, trains claimants for a doctor’s de-
gree, acts as an opponent on a maintaining of theses,
up to 1995 explores Neolithic settlements at Sventoji
and simultaneously directs the group of scientists, en-
gaged in a realization of the Program “The Stone Age
in the Southern Lithuania”, supported by the
Lithuanian State Science and Study Fund. It is not easy
to understand, how upon such abundance of works the
scientist found time for a creation of the new work — in
1995 the book for youth “Lithuania before Christ” ap-
peared, and the society was once more convinced of
the excellent literary style of Rimuté Rimantiené the
granddaughter of the famous linguist Jonas Jablonskis.

It seamed that many years passed and an abun-
dance of works were done and many books and ar-
ticles were created - so, it is possible to take a rest.
But persons, being acquainted with Rimuté Riman-
tiené, know firmly: this never will occur. After a leav-
ing of the Lithuanian Institute of History the diligent
scientist did not terminated her usual activities. At
present Rimuté Rimantiené is working strenuously on
a preparation of a new publication on an exploration
of the Stone Age monuments at Sventoji. The Na-
tional Museum of Lithuania plans to publish this book
in Lithuanian and German next year.

On a look at the life of the hero of the anniver-
sary, even briefly reviewed, many persons may ask:
what predetermined such pithy and successful scien-
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tific career? The answer is simple: the phenomenon
of the personality of Rimuté Rimantiené. According
to G. Cesnys the Professor of antropology, it was
formed by two components: the first - biological — the
inherited genes of the talent parents and ancestors,-
and the second — the cultural media, education and
self-education. The home of the parents with an abun-
dance of books, visits of famous intellectuals as well
as the orientation of the parents in culture and arts
were a favorable media for a formation of the per-
sonality. Later everything was predetermined by the
totality of the traits, formed by the scientist thanks to
her strong will. Maybe, a particular success has con-
tributed as well? Although archaeology turned from
the wealth searching business into a scicnce many years
ago, this element is important in the activities of an
archaeologist as well. There were various archaeologi-
cal seasons within the pithy and interesting life of
Rimuté Rimantiené. But let’s visit the new archaeo-
logical exposition at the National Museum of Lithua-
nia and try to imagine it without the famous elks and
wooden sculptures from Sventoji, without abundant
unique wooden and amber artifacts dated to the Stone
Age, without the large pots from Nida, without the
excellent flint artifacts from the Southern Lithuania.
The picture would be poor.

The honorable hero of the anniversary allotted
for archaeology sixty years of her 80 ycar life. If gen-
erally the Destiny presents a person a possibility to
choose, the choice of Rimuté Rimanticné was succes-
sful. It is possible to consent or not with the ideas of
R. Rimantien¢, to accept or reject the theories, propa-
gated by her, finally, to approve or not approve the
methods of her work. But it is impossible to deny the
great importance of the works of the hero of the an-
niversary for the archacological scicnce in Lithuania.
If any archaeologist performs at least a third part of
the works, performed by R.Rimantien¢, and it would
be a great achievement. In discussions of explorers of
the Stone Age the phrases, such as “...and
Rimantiené wrote...”, ... but Rimanticné thinks...”,
“maybe, Rimantiené knows?” will e licard for a long
time.
