PamaZu buvo i§stumiamos pro-
filiuotos formos ir jsitvirtino silpnai profiliuotos,
tesiancios $ios kultiiros Dauguvos varianto keramikos
tradicijas, bet be kiaurymiy ornamentacijos ant indo
kaklelio. Suky brauky ornamentas buvo naudojamas
trumpai. Sis daikty kompleksas rodo pagrindiniy Tu-
$emlios kultiiros pozymiy formavimasi Dnepro-Dau-
guvos kultiiry substratiniy elementy pagrindu,
igsaugant etnokultiirines tradicijas. Toks pat kerami-
kos rinkinys (bet be indy su kiaurymiy eilémis ir Dja-



kovo tipo svareliy) buvo rastas Zaozerjés, Sugailovo
ir Kuprino gyvenvietése.

DidZiojo tauty kraustymosi laikotarpiu, kai formavo-
si ir gyvavo TuSemlios kultiira, tikriausiai j $iaurines Pad-
nieprés sritis jsiverzdavo nedidelés kity genéiy grupés. Tai
turéjo jtakos tokiy gyvenvieciy, kaip Lachtejevo, Demi-
dovkos, keramikai, kuriose aptinkami cilindro-kiigio for-
mos puodai, taip pat puadai apvalintais Sonais su prilipdytu
indeliu. Bet §ie gyventojai TuSemlios genciy teritorijoje
nedominavo, jie nenuléme jos etnoso ir buvo asimiliuoti
vietiniy balty. Esminiai kultiiros poky¢iai bei slavy papli-
timas nagrinéjamoje teritorijoje jvyko iSnykus TuSemlios
kultiirai, jau po VIIir VIII a. sandiiros.

FORMATION OF TUSHEMLIA CULTURE IN THE MIDRIVER OF DNEPR
AND DAUGUVA

Eugenij Shmidt

Summary

The Tushemlia culture was marked out in the sixth
decade. P. Tretyakov executed the investigations of the
hill-forts - refuges. In the second half of the 20 century
this culture was investigated by V. Sedov, E. Shmidt,
A. Mitrofanov, . Rusanova, G. Shtychov, V. Shadyro, V.
Perchavko, A. Sedizh, A. Medvedev. 1. Kolosovskij and
other. It has been determined the existence of is culture
(middle of the 1st millennium and the third quarter),
characterised its spreading territory within the territorial
range of Upper Dnepr and Dauguva riversides, raised the
hypothesis on its ethnic dependence. The archaeological
material and the data of hydronimia witness that there
was the presence of the Balts and Slavs tribes in the terri-
tory of the tribes related to the Tushemlia culture in the
1st millennium that predetermined the character of the
culture in some stages. It is believed that the Balts used
to live there at first, and later the Slavs settled in their
territory, but the time and ways of the settlement of the
Slavs, their ethnical dependence and at the same time the
formation of the archaeological cultures of the 1st mil-
lennium leave the question still to be discussed. The sup-
porters of the Slavonic origin of the Zarubincy and the
late Zarubincy tribes think that the settlement of the Slavs
moved from the southern part of Dnepr towards its
riverhead. Some of them think that the movement of the
tribes of the Zarubincy culture and the settlement of the

whole riverhead of Dnepr took place in 1-2 centuries and
this caused the further culture development (L. Pobol).
According to other opinions the movement of the tribes
of the late Zarubincy (Kiev) culture and the change of
culture took place in the 3—4 centuries, e.g. formation of
Tushemlia culture took place on the basis of the antiqui-
ties of the Slavs (R. Terpilovskij). The third thinks that
that the movement and the settlement in the riverhead of
Dnepr and Dauguva riverside of the tribes of the
Zarubincy (Kiev) cultures became the basis of the
Tushemlia culture in the 6 century (J. Kolosovskij, etc.).
Also there exists the hypothesis about the settlement of
the tribes of the late Zarubincy culture among the inha-
bitants of Tushemlia in the 5-6 centuries and their long
term living at the same time and the slow process of as-
similation of Balts among the Slavs also took place
(P. Tretjakov, etc.). There also exists the presumption that
in the second part of the Ist century the Slavs migrated
not from the South, but from the West — from Visla river-
side and the Middle Europe (V. Sedov). All said hypoth-
eses are not grounded without enough and concluded only
on the chaotic facts paying attention to the whole com-
plex of the archaeological material.

There has been recognised that the formation of
Tushemlia culture took place at the end of the 3rd — the
beginning of the S5th centuries. Before that in the 1-3 cen-
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turies in the Upper Dnepr and Dauguva riversides the
tribes of the stage of the late Dnepr-Dauguva culture used
to live there that belonged to the community of the Balts.
There have been pointed out two options of this culture:
1. Of a middle layer of the Dnepr-Tushemlia type, the
profile styled ceramics is the feature of which (Fig. 2: 4,5
described type); this reflected the impact of the Dnepr
cultures spreading further to the South: small weights
made of clay of a Dyakov type, overground buildings of a
pole construction with the oval hearts, rounded temples
in the settlements, etc. 2. Of a Dauguva with the slightly
profiled ceramics, the part of which near the vessel’s neck
has been decorated by the row of mouths (Fig. 2: 1, 2, 7);
the profiled ceramics was not so widely spread there, other
culture elements were the same as in the Dnepr option.
The Tushemlia culture formatted on the basis of the op-
tions of these two cultures of Dnepr-Dauguva.

The better examinations are made of the sites from
the end of the 3rd — 7 centuries that are located in the
midriver of the Dnepr riverside of Smolensk — Orsha and
Dnepr - Dauguva (in the part between the riverhead of
Orsha and Vitebsk town) (Fig. 1). By the material gained
during the investigations of the territory it is possible to
investigate precisely the peculiarities of the formation of
the Tushemlia culture. In the 3—4 centuries regarding the
changed natural conditions and the development of the
main economy branch — agriculture using the wooden
plough — the inhabitants leave the fort-hills and settle in
the settlements located in the slope banks of the rivers
and lakes, near water and newly acquired lands. In some
settlements the excavations were executed. In the settle-
ment near the Mikulino village which is located in the
watershed of the midriver between Dnepr and Dauguva,
in one building there were found the closed complex of
artefacts. There were many ceramics of the different types,
iron awl, knife of a sickle shape and the flat knife of the
special kind found (Fig. 2: 2), clay paddle spinning frame
and the weight of a Dyakov shape found (Fig. 2; 19). There
are also available the following fragments of ceramics: 1)
weakly profiled vessels containing row of mouths near
necks (Fig. 2: 1,2); 2) profiled vessels (Fig. 2: 4, 5); 3) weakly
profiled vessels, decorated using the comb element (Fig.
2: 9-18); 4) vessels of the weak profile and non orna-
mented (Fig. 3); 5) polished bowls containing edges (Fig.
3: 8-10). The complex of ceramics reflexes the evolution
of the vessels during the formation of the culture. Gradu-
ally there were excluded the profiled forms and the weakly
profiled forms strengthened their positions that contin-
ued the traditions of the option of the Dauguva ceramics
but without the ornament of mouth on the vessels’ necks.
The ornaments using the comb elements were used for a

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short time. This complex of artefacts reflects the forma-
tion of the signs of the Tushemlia culture on the basis of
the substrat elements of the cultures of Dnepr-Dauguva
at the same time preserving the ethnoculture traditions.
The same set of ceramics (but without the vessels con-
taining the mouths and weights of a Dyakov type) was
found in the settlements of Zaozerye, Shugailovo and
Kurpino.

During the time of the great migration period of the
nations when the Tushemlia culture was formed and ex-
isted, it seems that some groups of the other tribes at-
tacked the areas near Dnepr. This had the influence on
the ceramics of the settlements of Lachteyevo, Demi-
dovka, where vessels of the cylinder — cone shape as well
as the vessels of the rounded shape with the small vessel
stuck on are found. But these inhabitants were dominat-
ing in the territory of Tushemlia tribes, at the same time
they were not the determining factor of the ethnos and
were assimilated by the local Balts. Essential changes of
the culture and spreading of the Slavs within the discussed
territories happened after the Tushemlia culture vanished,
after the junction of the 7 and 8 centuries.
