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BURIAL RITUAL AMONG THE POPULATION OF THE STROKED
CERAMICS CULTURE

SUMMARY

Stroked ceramics  burials of Iron Age in the north-west
and middle part of Byclorussia and adjacent Lithuanian di-
stricts have not  been” known up till now. We think that
the insertion text of 1261 in loann Matala's Chronicle can
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scrve as a clue to the burial ritual
of the stroked ceramics culture.

In the insertion there is a legend about a Sovy  who
quarreled with his children and enraged got into hell. One

among the population



of his sons set out in search of him. Having found his
father in hell he made a death-bed for him and burried
him. In the morning Sovy complained of having been
caten by worms and reptiles. Next night the son put his
father into a tree. In the morning he learned that Sovy
could not sleep there because of bees and gnats. Then
Sovy was burnt down and next day he was greatly plea-
sed with that. In the legend it is also said that the ritu-
al —of burning of the deceased is spread among
Lithuanians, Yatwiags, Prusses, Emies, Lyvies and among
other tribes. There are -reasons to believe that the legend
about Sovy is a mythical rendering of the history of bu-
rial ritual development among Balts for some thousands of
years. The possibility to sum up the information for such
a long period of time the legend is quite probable and it
is confirmed by other examples of the East-Slavonic “Story
about Idols™ of the 12th century. Thus, while making a
retrospective analysis of the legend it is necessary to de-
termine the territory where the three types of the burial
ritual (1) burial of dead bodies in the soil, 2) burial of
dead bodies in the hollows of the trees, 3) burning of
dead bodies were consequently changed. In the early Mid-
die Ages the ritual of dead body burning was = widely
spread among Balts axcept Latgalls, Sels, Zemgals and a
part of Zhemajts. But in most cases the ritual of dead
body burial preceded the ritual of dead body burning.
This contradicts the legend scheme. The burial ritual befo-
re the establishment of the cremation ritual among the
tribes of stroked ceramics culture, especially among those
where the culture of Bancerovischina type appeared in the

Sth century, is not known. In the late Neolith and in
carly period of Bronze Age the ritual of dead body bu-
rial in a bent position is characteristic of stroked ceramics
culture tribes in north-west of Byelorussia and a part of
Lithuania in contrast to more southerh territories. The
first and third periods of this archaeological periodization
coincide with the first and third periods of the legend
about Sovy. The second period of the legend (when the
son put his dead father into a tree) can correspond to
the second archaelogical period.

Naturally, such “a burial ritual could not leave any
trace and, as a result, the stroked ceramics culture burial
monuments are not known. In Byelorussia legends of
Grodno region an ancient tradition fo put old feeble pe-
ople into trees is mentioned. The mythical legend about
Sovy depicted the history of different kinds of burial ritu-
al changes during a long period of time beginning with
the late Neolith and ecarly Bronze Age on the territory
occupied by the tribes of stroked ceramics culture in the
Iron Age, and after the disappearance of this culture it
depicted the history of burial ritual changes in the area
of the East-Lithuanian burial mounds and in the adjacent
regions of the Bancerovtschina type culture on the territo-
ry of Lithuania.

The traces of dead body burning and stroked ceramics
found by V. Urbanovich in Lake Obyalyay are of the
final stage of the stroked ceramics culture and therefore
do not characterize the burial rituals of earlier periods.

Gauséjant
iStirty neolito paminkly skaitiui, vis labiau ai§-
kéja, jog ir tokioje nedideléje teritorijoje,
kokia yra Lietuva, virvelinés keramikos kultira
paplito nevienodai. Tie skirtingi keliai ir yra
Lictuvos  vidurinio ir vélyvojo neolito esmé.
Tuo metu besiformavusiy kultariniy sri¢iy skir-
tumus apibréZia santykiai tarp keramikos, titna-
go ir kity dirbiniy gamyboje iSlikusiy senyjy
elementy ir naujoviy, kurias atne$é¢ ateiviai vir-
velininkai. Senyjy tradicijy tgsai pasekti didelés
reikmés turi titnaginiy dirbiniy analizé, nes
kai kurie titnaginiy dirbiniy tipai buvo pavel-
deti i§ mezolito, kai dar Zmonés nemokéjo lip-
dyti puody, gludinti ir greZti akmens. Vienas
toks kultorrinis arealas, apimantis Nemuno Ze-
mupio slénj ir pasiZymintis titnago dirbiniy sa-
vitumu, buvo iSskirtas jau anks¢iau [1, p. 80].
Pastaryjy mety tyrinéjimy duomenysvleidiia is-
plésti Sio arealo ribas, jjungiant ir Seupés Ze-
mupj [2]. Pagrindiniai bendrieji bruoZai, budingi
Sios teritorijos vélyvojo neolito paminklams, yra
mezolitinis palikimas titnago inventoriuje ir dir-
biniy smulkumas.
