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DISSERTATION SUMMARY

The scientific topic

Many unanswered questions and undeveloped themes remain in the field of the
Samogitian nobility's heraldry, overlooked in research for a long time. This study aims to
conduct a thorough and multi-dimensional analysis of the heraldry of the Samogitian
nobility in the 15"—early 18" centuries. Note that back in 1390, on May 26, the
Samogitians entered into a trade agreement with the Teutonic Order. The Samogitian
delegation of 32 people indicated that they did not have their own seals and asked
Vytautas to attach an impression of his seal to the agreement. This fact suggests that in
the 14" century, heraldry traditions among the Samogitian nobility had most likely not
yet been formed. A similar situation relates to two 15™-century armorial seals that
belonged to the nobleman Jurgis Galminas that have survived to this day. By the 16"
early 18™ centuries, the situation changed and the number of heraldry-related sources
that belonged to the Samogitian nobility increases significantly. At this point, it can be
said that heraldry traditions among the Samogitian nobility had started or had already
formed. It is important to learn what characterised these traditions. As far as the research
results allow, it would be worthwhile comparing the heraldry of nobles who lived in the
legally-restricted and relatively insular Samogitia for such a long time with the heraldry
traditions of nobles from the rest of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania.

When discussing this topic, several important aspects that influenced the formation
and development of the Samogitian nobility in this period should be distinguished. One
aspect is associated with the firm, legally-sanctioned autonomy of Samogitia in the 15—
16™ centuries (see, for example, the privilege from the Grand Duke of Lithuania Casimir
in 1441-1442, or the privilege from Grand Duke of Lithuania Alexander from 1492),
which determined the insularity of this region's community. This circumstance could
have affected the emergence and development of coats of arms of local origins.
Migration into the Grand Duchy of Lithuania and the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth
in the 16™ century could have also made a considerable impact. Taking these

circumstances into consideration, the dissertation seeks to draw attention to the
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formation, dynamics and mutual influence of the heraldry traditions of the local
Samogitian nobility and the nobility that settled in Samogitia from elsewhere in the 157
early 18™ centuries. It is important to discuss not only the emergence and spread of coats
of arms of the local population and the newly-arrived settlers (from a Polish and German
cultural background) among the Samogitian nobility, but also the arrival of the Polish
coats of arms in Samogitia in accordance with the treaties of the Union of Horodto of
1413. The individualisation of coats of arms is just as important, which, most likely,

could have been a reaction to the gaining popularity of the newly-arrived heraldry.

Object and innovation of the research

Heraldry and its research has deep traditions in Europe, making it a certain focus of
attention among researchers. Interest in this field in Lithuania is a more recent
phenomenon. The late beginning of heraldry research was partly influenced by
Lithuania's loss of independence. At present, researchers' attention focuses mainly on the
periods of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania and the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth, also
looking at Lithuanian heraldry from the 20""-21% centuries, and conducting thorough
research of the coats of arms of the state, cities and towns. Research of the heraldry of
the nobility is also being conducted, such as the heraldry of the political elite in the
Grand Duchy of Lithuania — the Gostautas, Pacas, Radvila, Sapiega families, etc. The
heraldry of representatives of the lower gentry, especially among the Samogitian
families, has received less attention. This dissertation seeks to fill this information-gap.
This is the first study where the formation and development of the Samogitian nobility's
heraldry traditions in the 15"-early 18™ centuries will be thoroughly researched in a
multi-dimensional manner. Attention will focus on not only the heraldry of local origins,
but also the coats of arms brought in or adopted from other countries. The study gives a
detailed discussion of the very important question of the individualisation of coats of
arms — it is practically unexamined in our country's historiography. The joint coats of
arms of the Samogitian nobility have also not been comprehensively studied by
researchers. This study would allow determining and distinguishing the main heraldry

traditions among the Samogitian nobility, the circumstances behind their formation and

the features of their development in the 15M-early 18" centuries, as well as how
genealogical links were reflected in Samogitian nobility heraldry sources. An enormous
new set of historical sources is being introduced into historiographical circulation with
this dissertation. The paper analyses the rich and wide heraldry source base,
encompassing armorial seals (300), coats of arms in literature released to mark special
occasions (13), portraits (7), funeral attributes and architecture (16). The unpublished
Medininkai church inventories were analysed, as were the published visitation acts of the
Samogitian diocese, leading to the discovery of descriptions and illustrations of valuable

items decorated with the coats of arms of the Samogitian nobility.

Chronological boundaries

The 15 century until the early 18™ century (the end of the Great Northern War).
The lower end of the chronological spectrum is associated with 1413, when noble
Catholics in the Grand Duchy of Lithuania adopted Polish coats of arms in accordance
with the Horodlo treaties. The chronological boundary closes around the early 18"
century, when the population composition in the Grand Duchy of Lithuania started to
reflect the outcomes of the turning-point that occurred in the mid-17" century. The
country had been ravaged by the Swedish and Muscovite armies, and around 40 percent
of its population had died out after the starvation and plague that swept through the
Grand Duchy of Lithuania afterwards. Another primary reason for the decrease in
population was the Great Northern War that began in 1700 and finally ended in 1721
with the signing of the Treaty of Nystad between Sweden and Russia. EImantas Meilus
pointed out that after the Great Northern War and the plague of 1708-1711, Samogitia

had lost around 6070 percent of its population.

Aim of the dissertation

Using known, as well as newly-published and unpublished sources, to analyse the

heraldry traditions of the Samogitian nobility in the 15"—early 18" centuries, and, as far



as the existing data allows, to compare them to the heraldry traditions of the nobility in

the remainder of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania.

Dissertation objectives

The following objectives were formed to achieve the set aims:

1. To analyse the origins of and sources on the heraldry of the Samogitian nobility
in the 15" —early 18" centuries.

2. To analyse local heraldry sources and to distinguish their fundamental
characteristics.

3. To examine the coats of arms from the 15"-early 18™ centuries that were
brought in from others countries or adopted by the Samogitian nobility and their
influence on the local heraldry traditions.

4. To analyse the published and unpublished Samogitian heraldry sources from
the 15"—early 18™ centuries and to then distinguish the features of the

individualisation of coats of arms.

Research methods

1. Literature and source analysis. This method was required in order to conduct a
thorough analysis of Samogitian nobility heraldry sources from the 15th—early
18" centuries.

2. Descriptive method. This was applied in order to provide as much detailed
information as possible about the origins of and sources on the heraldry of the
Samogitian nobility.

3. Comparative method. By using this method, the goal was to compare the
heraldry traditions of the Samogitian nobility, consisting of Samogitians and new-
arrivals to this region, from the 15M—early 18™ centuries. The method was also
used to compare the coats of arms of nobles in Samogitia with the rest of

Lithuania.



4. Synthesis method. This method was applied to summarise the results of the
research and to distinguish the general trends.

The paper consists of an introduction where the scientific topic of the dissertation is
identified, the object and innovation of the research is presented, and the research
methods, historiography and sources are discussed. This is followed by chapters and sub-
chapters, the conclusions, and lists of abbreviations, sources, a bibliography, a list of
appendices and the appendices themselves. The research results are presented in four
chapters. The first chapter is dedicated to the origins of the nobility's coats of arms from
the 15"—first half of the 18" centuries and heraldry sources. The sub-chapters discuss the
most important aspects of how the nobility's coats of arms were depicted on seals, in
special publications, portraits, interior and exterior architecture, and funeral iconography.
The second chapter presents one of the most relevant themes of this research — the local
symbolism used in the Samogitian nobility's heraldry. The third chapter analyses the
circumstances behind the spread of the heraldry of the new-arrivals (reflecting Polish
and German culture) and its influence on the local Samogitian nobility's heraldry. The
fourth chapter analyses a very important issue that has barely been analysed — the
individualisation of the Samogitian nobility's heraldry. This chapter presents the two
ways that coats of arms could be individualised — by changing the components of the
coat of arms (as per Aleksejus Salandas) or by forming joint coats of arms (as per

Edmundas Rimsa).

Conclusions

1. Unlike the rest of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania, the coats of arms of the nobility in
Samogitia were much less frequently depicted on architectural buildings or their
interiors, on portraits, sarcophagi, etc. They were much less commonly used for public
representation in general. Given this situation, often armorial seals are the only heraldry
source for studying the heraldry of Samogitia's nobles, especially the lesser and middle
gentry. Over the course of time, some of the armorial seals of the Samogitian nobility
disappeared along with the documents they had been placed on, some of the seals that

were affected by various natural or physical factors were not suitable for research.
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Nonetheless, the armorial seals that have survived to this day are the main and most
objective sources for studying the heraldry of the nobility, the formation of their
traditions and development. An armorial seal was a necessary attribute of the Samogitian
noble not just to authorise the validity of a document — in time it became a unique means
of representation.

2. The seals of the Samogitian nobility depicted coats of arms that were of local origins,
others had been introduced by the new settlers, while others still had been individualised.
The seals of the Samogitian nobility came in three shapes — they could be oval,
octagonal or round. Usually, a document would be authorised with the seals of one to
five people. For example, the late 16™-century documents of the deputy elder of the
Samogitian  eldership and Vaukavysk standard-bearer  Stanislovas Puksta
Klausgailavi¢ius would be authorised with a single-field armorial seal depicting an arrow
topped with three crosses. The end of the arrow was three-pronged and above the shield
were the three-letter initials of the owner, SPK — Stanistaw Pukszta Klawsgaitowicz. The
entries in the Samogitian court books that would usually be authorised by two court
officials — the judge and his deputy — in accordance with Lithuanian laws since the
Second Statute of Lithuania are also noteworthy. For example, the entry in the
Samogitian land court books dated 30 October 1591 had been authorised by the judge
Kazimieras Jonaitis Orvydas and his deputy Kristupas Jonaitis Bilevi¢ius. Documents
bearing the seals of a larger number of people are very rarely encountered. One such
example worth closer examination would be the 1565 letter from all the Samogitian land
stewards and nobles to the elder of Samogitia, Jonas Chodkevicius, regarding how the
Second Statute of Lithuania would come into effect. This letter was authorised by as
many as 120 seal impressions (one was not impressed).

3. In the period being discussed, the coats of arms of the Samogitian nobility were
depicted in literature, portraits, architecture and elsewhere. The coats of arms of nobles
living in Samogitia would decorate literary works in either of two cases. In the first case,
the illustrated coat of arms would symbolise the figure to whom the publication released
to mark a special occasion was dedicated. For example, in the publication released to
mark the funeral of the Samogitian nobles Jurgis and Kotryna Aleksandra Bilevi¢ius in

1644, the artist Konrad Giotké depicted the Bilevi¢ius family coats of arms, above which
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appeared the following motto: Simul, Semel, Semper (Together, at once, for eternity). In
the second case, the coat of arms could signify that a particular book belonged to a
specific family or its representative. One such example would be a book that belonged to
the elder of Batakiai, Jonas Semeta, on the cover of which the Semeta family coat of
arms had been embossed. Its shield depicted a swan facing the heraldic left. Above the
shield were the owner's initials IS — Jan Szemet. There are relatively few examples of
both cases.

4. The coats of arms in Samogitian nobility portraits were usually depicted in only very
exceptional cases, or a majority simply never survived to our days. For example, in a
portrait of the Ariogala steward Petras Siukéta painted in the first half of the 17" century,
the Polish Siuksta family coat of arms (Pobog) is visible in the top-left corner — a
horseshoe with a cross on a blue shield, with a noble's crown above the cross, and a
helmet ornament, the greyhound. There are barely a few examples of funeral heraldry in
Samogitia, which belonged to representatives of the Chodkevi¢ius family. There is only
one tombstone decorated with a coat of arms that we know of at present in Samogitia,
which was erected in the 1630s-1640s and belonged to the Samogitian elder Andriejus
Valavicius.

5. Brick manor residences started being built in Samogitia only in the second half of the
18™ century, with some rare exceptions. Due to this reason, it is basically impossible to
provide accurate data about the coats of arms that might have decorated the exterior or
interior of the nobility's manors. Coats of arms would be depicted above the entrance to a
church or the sacristy, in ceiling murals, on altars and alike. Based on the examples
studied in the research, it can be said that in the period being discussed, the coats of arms
of the founders of churches attended by the Samogitian nobility were usually depicted
inside rather than on the outside of the church. For example, the coats of arms of Jonas
Karolis and Sofija Chodkevi¢ius, and Jeronimas Valavi¢ius. The coats of arms of
Samogitian nobles would also be depicted on liturgical clothing, vessels and other
church items. Incidentally, very few of the actual objects have survived, yet the situation
is somewhat compensated by the inventories and Samogitian diocese visitation acts.
These documents contain descriptions of the coats of arms that decorated various objects

and their illustrations. For example, there is a chasuble described in the Medininkai
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church inventory compiled in the early 18" century that was decorated with the coat of
arms of Kazimieras Pacas who served as bishop in Samogitia in the second half of the
17" century. Another chasuble features the coat of arms of Vincentas Valavi¢ius, which
depicts two connected arrowheads and two letters at either side — VW — Vincent
Wotowicz. Note that coats of arms on architectural interiors and exteriors were not just
a symbol of gratitude, but also of generosity, pride and political or material status.

6. Symbols of local origins were depicted on the seals of the Samogitian nobles back in
the 15™ century. On the other hand, probably the only personal mark known of today is
from the first half of the 15" century, which belonged to the Samogitian noble Jurgis
Galminas — he authorised the act of the Union of Hrodno (1434) with a seal bearing a
diamond-shape formed from four lines with bent ends. A dot was in the middle of the
diamond. Several features are typical to the local coats of arms of the Samogitian
nobility. The first feature is associated with the distribution of the coat of arms in a
specific territory. When analysing the heraldry of the nobility, it becomes evident that a
coat of arms with a certain figure or combination of figures is widespread only in
separate territories of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania. In such cases, the coat of arms of
local origins mentioned in this paper might not have emerged in Samogitia in particular,
but in another territory of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania. The second feature is
associated with the owners of the coat of arms and their origins. The analysis revealed
that especially those nobles born in Samogitia in the 16" century could have used local
coats of arms. That means there were no grounds for these nobles to be forced to
surrender their old coats of arms and adopt the Polish ones. The third feature is
associated with the figure or combination of figures on the coat of arms — local heraldry
is characterised by lines, arrows, geometric, often rather primitive figures and
combinations thereof. The fourth feature is that upon analysis of the material contained
in armorials, no variants identical to the local coats of arms could be found. The fifth
feature is related to the fact that, especially in Polish armorials, these local coats of arms
are identified as personal, Lithuanian, or versions of the Polish coats of arms. The sixth
feature, comparing the information given in armorials from different periods, is that

sometimes local coats of arms would be given a name.
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7. Already in the first half of the 16" century, there was an infiltration of Polish heraldry
into the Samogitian nobility's heraldic traditions. The Horodlo coats of arms — Nalecz,
Lis, Debno, Traby and Leliwa — started to infiltrate the Samogitian nobility's heraldry
traditions by the first half of the 16™ century. Polish coats of arms also arrived with the
newly-settled Polish noble families — the Gruzewski (Lubicz), Gorskis, Odachowskis
(Nalecz), etc. These families gradually took an important place among the political
elites, while their coats of arms were being depicted on armorial seals, architecture and
publications until the 18™ century.

8. The heraldry of arrivals coming to Samogitia from the German lands in the 17— early
18™ centuries spread along with the German nobles settling in this region. Evidence of
this lies in a handful of heraldry sources that have survived from the 17"-early 18"
centuries. This type of heraldry was not very prominent in the period being discussed,
making up only up to 2.5 percent of all the coats of arms studied as part of the research.
Polish armorials tried to apply titles to these coats of arms, yet, as the material contained
within shows, unsuccessfully — most agreed to being identified as personal coats of arms
(herb wlasny). It is difficult to say whether this heraldry influenced the heraldic
traditions of the Samogitian nobility. On the other hand, the surviving sources show that
these newly-arrived families used their accepted family coat of arms and nothing else,
the heraldry they brought with them did not change or hardly changed at all, and the
unique traditions were preserved.

9. Expressions of the individualisation of coats of arms are evident in the early 16"
century in the Samogitian nobility's heraldry traditions. This was done in two ways. In
the first case, coats of arms were individualised by changing the component parts of the
coat of arms. The following examples illustrate this case in the Samogitian nobility's
heraldry tradition: 1) the figures on the coat of arms would be altered in some way, 2)
the helmet of the coat of arms would be changed, 3) the helmet and figures in the coat of
arms would be changed. In the second case, coats of arms could be individualised by
forming joint coats of arms. This reflected not only information about a specific
individual, but also their broader origins, family and marital lines. A joint coat of arms
might depict a combination of armorial figures or even the symbols used for the coat of

arms helmet decoration.
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DISERTACIJOS SANTRAUKA

Moksliné problema

Tlga laika tyrimy nepaliestoje Zemaitijos bajory heraldikos plotméje liko daug
neatsakyty klausimy ir neidplétoty temy. Siame darbe pasirinkta atlikti nuoseklig ir
daugiasluoksniska Zemaitijos bajory XV—XVIII a. pradZios heraldikos analize.
Atkreiptinas démesys, kad dar 1390 m. geguzés 26 d. sudar¢ prekybos sutarti su
Vokiec¢iy Ordinu, Zemaiciai (paminéta trisdesimt dviejy asmeny delegacija) nurodé¢, kad
neturi savo antspaudy ir papra$¢ Vytauto prie sutarties prikabinti savo antspauds. Sis
faktas byloja, kad grei¢iausiai XIV a. Zemaitijos bajory heraldikos tradicijos dar nebuvo
pradéjusios formuotis. Panasi situacija sietina ir su XV a., i$ §io laikotarpio miisy laikus
pasieké vos du bajorui Jurgiui Galminui priklaus¢ herbiniai antspaudai. Tuo tarpu XVI-
XVIII a. pradzioje situacija keigiasi ir heraldikos altiniy, priklausiusiy Zemaitijos
bajorams, skaiCius zenkliai iSauga. Tokiu budu jau galima kalbéti apie pradéjusias
formuotis arba netgi susiformavusias Zemaitijos bajory heraldikos tradicijas. Svarbu
suzinoti, kuo pasizyméjo Sios tradicijos? Bdtina, Kiek leidzia atlikty tyrimy rezultatai,
palyginti bajory, ilga laika gyvenusiy teisiSkai apribotoje ir palyginti uzdaroje
Zemaitijoje, heraldika su likusios Lietuvos Didziosios Kunigaiktystés bajory heraldikos
tradicijomis.

Aptariant $ig problema, deréty i3skirti, kad §iuo laikotarpiu Zemaitijos bajorijos
heraldikos susiformavimg bei raidg jtakojo keletas svarbiy aspekty. Vienas i§ jy sietinas
su XV-XVI a. tvirta teisiSkai jtvirtinta (pavyzdziui, 1441-1442 m. Lietuvos didziojo
kunigaiks¢io Kazimiero privilegija, 1492 m. Lietuvos didziojo kunigaiks¢io Aleksandro
privilegija) Zemaitijos autonomija, kuri nulémeé &io regiono bendruomenés uzdaruma. Si
aplinkybé galéjo salygoti vietinés kilmés herby atsiradima, raida. Taip pat svarios jtakos
turgjo ir XVI a. migracijos j Lietuvos DidZiaja Kunigaikstyste ir Abiejy Tauty
Respublika salygos. Atsizvelgiant j Sias aplinkybes disertacijoje siekiama atkreipti
démesj j vietinés Zemaiiy bajorijos (&iagimiy) ir j Zemaitija atvykusiy bajory heraldikos
tradicijy susiformavima, kaita ir abipuse jtaka XV-XVIII a. pradzioje. Svarbu aptarti ne
tik vietinés kilmés ir atvykéliy (lenky ir vokie¢iy kultliros) herby atsiradima ir plitima
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Zemaitijos bajory gretose, bet ir 1413 m. Horodlés sutartimis priimty lenky herby
atkeliavimg i Zemaitija. Ne ka maZiau svarbus herby individualizavimas, kuris, kaip

spéjama, galéjo biiti kaip atsakas besiskverbianciai atvykéliy heraldikai.

Disertacijos objektas ir naujumas

Europoje heraldika ir jos tyrimai turi gilias tradicijas ir sulaukia didelio tyrinétoju
démesio. Lietuvoje ja susidométa visai neseniai. Vélyvai heraldikos tyrimy pradziai
jtakos turéjo Lietuvos nepriklausomybés praradimas. Siuo metu pagrindinis tyréjy
démesys krypsta j Lietuvos Didziosios Kunigaikstystés, Abiejy Tauty Respublikos
laikus, tyrinégjama XX-XXI a. Lietuvos heraldika, pla¢iai nagrinéjama valstybés, miesty
ir miesteliy herbai. Taip pat vykdomi bajory heraldikos tyrimai. Daugiausia
analizuojama Lietuvos Didziosios Kunigaikstystés politinio elito atstovy heraldika,
pavyzdziui, GoStauty, Pacy, Radvily, Sapiegy ir pan. Kur kas maZesnio démesio sulauké
smulkesniy bajorijos atstovy, ypa¢ Zemaitijos giminiy heraldika. Disertacijoje siekiama
pradéti pildyti §ia spraga. Tai pirmasis tyrimas, kuriame nuosekliai ir daugiasluoksniskai
tiriama Zemaitijos bajory heraldikos tradicijy susiformavimas ir raida XV-XVIII a.
pradzioje. Siame tyrime démesys krypsta ne vien j vietinés kilmés heraldika, taciau ir i3
kity kraSty atneStus arba perimtus herbus. Darbe detaliai aptariamas itin svarbus ir misy
Salies istoriografijoje i§ esmés netyrinétas herby individualizavimo klausimas. Gilaus
tyréjy démesio nebuvo sulauke ir Zemaitijos bajory jungtiniai herbai. Toks tyrimas
leidzia nustatyti ir i§skirti pagrindines Zemaitijos bajory heraldikos tradicijas, jy
susiformavimo aplinkybes ir raidos ypatybes XV—XVIII a. pradZzioje, genealoginiy ry$iy
atspindZius Zemaitijos bajory heraldikos 3altiniuose. Disertacijoje j istoriografija
jvedamas didZiulis naujy istoriniy $altiniy kompleksas. Darbe nagrinéjamas gausi ir plati
heraldikos S$altiniy bazé, apimanti herbinius antspaudus (300), herbus proginéje
literattiroje (13), portretuose (7), laidotuviy atributikoje ir architektiroje (16). Analizuoti
nepublikuoti Medininky baZnyéios inventoriai ir publikuoti Zemaitijos vyskupijos
vizitacijos aktai, kuriuose rasti vertingi daikty, puoity Zemaitijos bajory herbais,

apraSymai bei iliustracijos.

pradzioje bei, kiek leidZia turimi duomenys, palyginti jas su likusios Lietuvos Didziosios

Kunigaikstystés bajory heraldikos tradicijomis.

3. Istirti XV—XVIII a. pradzios i§ kity krasty atneStus arba perimtus Zemaitijos
bajory herbus bei jy jtaka vietinés kilmés heraldikos tradicijoms.

4. Tsanalizavus publikuotus ir nepublikuotus XV—-XVIII a. pradzios Zemaitijos

bajory heraldikos $altinius, i$skirti herby individualizavimo ypatybes.
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Tyrimo metodai

1. Literatiiros ir $altiniy analizés metodas. Sis metodas reikalingas, sickiant atlikti
giluming XV—XVIII a. pradzios Zemaitijos bajory heraldikos $altiniy analize.

2. Aprasomasis metodas. Sis metodas taikytas, siekiant kuo detaliau aprayti
Zemaitijos bajory heraldikos kilme ir altinius.

3. Lyginamasis metodas. Naudojant §j metoda, siekiama palyginti XV-XVIII a.
pradzios Zemaitijos bajory, kuria sudaré Zemailiai ir atvykéliai heraldikos
tradicijas. Taip pat metodas naudotas lyginant Zemaitijos ir Lietuvos bajory
herbus.

4. Sintezés metodas. Sis metodas taikytas, tyrime gauty rezultaty apibendrinimui ir

bendry tendencijy i$skyrimui.

Darbg sudaro jvadas, kuriame iSskiriama disertacijos moksliné problema,
pristatomas disertacijos objektas ir naujumas, aptariama tyrimo metodika, istoriografija
ir Saltiniai. Taip pat skyriai su poskyriais, iSvados, naudoty santrumpy, Saltiniy,
literattiros ir priedy sarasai bei priedai. Tyrimo rezultatai pristatomi keturiuose skyriuose.
Pirmasis skyrius yra skirtas bajory herby XV—XVIII a. I puséje kilmei ir heraldikos
Saltiniams. Sio skyriaus poskyriuose aptariami svarbiausi bajory herby vaizdavimo
antspauduose, proginéje literatliroje, portretuose, architektiiros interjere ir eksterjere,
laidotuviy ikonografijoje aspektai. Antrajame skyriuje pristatoma viena aktualiausiy $ios
disertacijos temy, skirta vietinés kilmés simboliams Zemaitijos bajory heraldikoje.
Treciajame skyriuje nagrinéjamos atvykéliy (lenky ir vokieciy kultiiros) heraldikos
plitimo aplinkybeés ir jos jtaka vietinés kilmés Zemaitijos bajory heraldikai. Ketvirtajame
skyriuje analizuojamas itin svarbus ir istoriografijoje beveik nenagrinétas Zemaitijos
bajory heraldikos individualizavimo klausimas. Siame skyriuje pristatomi du herby
individualizavimo keliai — keiGiant herbo sudedamasias dalis (pagal Aleksejy Salanda)

arba sudarant jungtinius herbus (pagal Edmundg Rimsg).
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ISvados

1. Skirtingai nuo likusios Lietuvos Didziosios Kunigaikitystés, Zemaitijoje bajory
herbai buvo daug reciau vaizduojami ant architektiiros pastaty ar jy viduje, ant
portrety, sarkofagy pan. Tokiu biidu Zemaitijos bajory herbai daug re¢iau naudoti
vieS$ai reprezentacijai. Esant tokiai situacijai neretai herbiniai antspaudai tampa
vieninteliais heraldikos Zaltiniais, tyrin¢jant Zemaitijos bajory, ypatingai smulkiyjy ir
vidutiniyjy, heraldika. Amziy tékméje dalis Zemaitijos bajorams priklausiusiy
herbiniy atspaudy pradingo su dokumentais, dalis antspaudy paveikti jvairiy gamtos
arba fiziniy veiksniy negali biiti tinkami tyrimams. Vis délto islike herbiniai
antspaudai Siandien yra pagrindiniai ir objektyviausi $altiniai, norint tyrinéti bajory
heraldika, jy tradicijy susiformavima, raida. Herbinis antspaudas Zemaitijos bajorui
buvo reikalingas ne tik dokumento teisétumo patvirtinimui, taciau kartu tapo ir
savotiska reprezentacijos priemone.

2. Zemaitijos bajory antspauduose vaizduoti tick vietinés kilmés, tiek atvykeéliy, tiek
individualizuoti herbai. Zemaitijos bajory tarpe buvo paplitusios trys antspaudy
formos — ovalo, aStuoniabriaunio ir apskritimo. Dazniausiai antspaudais dokumenta
patvirtino nuo vieno iki penkiy asmeny. Pavyzdziui, Zemaitijos senifnijos
pasenilinis, Valkavisko véliavininkas Stanislovo Puksta Klausgailavicius XVI a.
pabaigos dokumentus tvirtino vieno lauko herbiniu antspaudu, kuriame vaizduojama
strelé, ant kurios uzdéti du kryziai, strélés apacia — triSake, vir§ skydo vaizduotas ir
savininko trinaris inicialas ,,SPK” — Stanistaw Pukszta Klawsgaitowicz. Atkreiptinas
démesys | isradus i§ Zemaitijos teismo knygy, kuriuos kaip reikalavo Lietuvos teis¢
nuo Antrojo Lietuvos Statuto, dazniausiai antspauduodavo du teismo pareigiinai —
teis¢jas ir pateiséjas. Pavyzdziui, 1591 m. spalio 30 d. i¥rada i§ Zemaitijos Zemés
teismo knygy patvirtino teiséjas Kazimieras Jonaitis Orvydas ir pateis¢jas Kristupas
Jonaitis Bilevi¢ius. Tuo tarpu itin retai randami dokumentai, kuriuos antspaudavo
didesnis skai¢ius asmeny. Reikéty isskirti 1565 m. Zemaitijos zemés tijiiny ir visy
kilmingyjy rasta Zemaitijos senifinui Jonui Chodkevigiui dél Antrojo Lietuvos
Statuto jsigaliojimo aplinkybiy. Sis radtas patvirtintas net 120 antspaudy (1
neprispaustas).
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3. Aptariamuoju laikotarpiu Zemaitijos bajory herbai vaizduoti literatiiroje, portretuose,
architektiiroje ir kitur. Zemaitijoje gyvenusiy bajory herbai literatiiros kiirinius puosée
dviem atvejais. Pirmuoju atveju, dazniausiai proginéje literatliroje herbas kaip
iliustracija simbolizavo asmenj, kuriam skirtas leidinys. PavyzdZiui, Zemaitijos
bajory 1644 m. Jurgio ir Kotrynos Aleksandros Bileviéiy laidotuvéms skirtame
leidinyje dailininkas Konradas Giotké pavaizdavo Bilevi¢iy herbus, vir§ kuriy
jraSytas toks devizas: ,,Simul, Semel, Semper” (Drauge, vienu kartu, amzinai).
Antruoju atveju herbas galéjo zyméti knygos priklausomybe konkrec¢iai giminei ar
jos atstovui. Vienas i§ tokiy pavyzdziy — Batakiy senitinui Jonui Semetai priklausiusi
knyga, kurios virSelyje jspaustas Semetos herbas, kurio skyde vaizduojama j
heralding kair¢ pus¢ zifirinti gulbé. Vir§ herbo skydo savininko inicialai ,,IS“ — Jan
Szemet. Tiek vieno, tiek kito atvejy pavyzdZziy néra labai gausu.

4. Zemaitijos bajory herbai portretuose grei¢iausiai vaizduoti tik itin i§imtinais atvejais
arba didzioji dalis jy neisliko iki masy dieny. Pavyzdziui, XVII a. | p. tapytame
Ariogalos tijiino Petro Siukstos portrete paveiksle kairiajame vir§utiniame kampe
matomas lenkiskas Siuksty herbas Pobogas (lenk. Pobog) — mélyname skyde pasaga
su kryziumi, vir§ jos bajoriska kartinélé, Salmo papuosalas — Kurtas. Laidotuviy
heraldikos pavyzdziy Zemaitijoje randame vos kelis, priklausiusius Chodkevigiy
giminés atstovams. Zemaitijoje $§iuo metu Zinomas vienintelis herbu puostas antkapis,
kuris buvo jrengtas XVII a. ketvirto ir penkto defimtmegiais ir priklausé¢ Zemaitijos
senilinui Andriejui Valaviciui.

5. Zemaitijoje miirinés dvarininky rezidencijos su retomis i§imtimis pradétos statyti tik
XVIII a. II puséje. Dél Sios priezasties beveik neturime galimybiy pateikti tiksliy
duomeny apie bajory dvary iSor¢ ar vidy puoSusius herbus. Herbai vaizduoti vir§
iéjimo | baznyCig arba zakristija, luby tapyboje, ant altoriy ir pan. Remiantis tyrime
analizuotais pavyzdziais, galime teigti, kad aptariamuoju laikotarpiu Zemaitijos
bajory baznycios fundatoriy herbai dazniausiai vaizduoti ne bazny¢iy iSoréje, o
viduje. Pavyzdziui, Jono Karolio ir Sofijos Chodkeviciy bei Jeronimo Valavi¢iaus
herbai. Zemaitijos bajory herbai vaizduoti ir ant liturginiy riiby, indy ir kity daikty.
Tiesa, néra daug iSlikusiy paciy daikty, taciau situacija Siek tiek $velnina inventoriai
bei Zemailiy vyskupijos vizitacijy aktai. Siuose dokumentuose randami jvairius
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daiktus puoSusiy herby apraSymai ir jy pieSiniai. Pavyzdziui, XVIII a. pr. sudarytas
Medininky baznycios inventoriuje apraSomas arnotas ant kurio pavaizduotas XVII a.
antrojoje puséje Zemaitijoje vyskupavusio Kazimiero Paco herbas. Ant kito arnoto
vaizduojamas Vincento Valaviciaus herbas, kuriame vaizduojami du sujungti stréliy
antgaliai ir i§ Sony dvi raidés ,,VW* — Vincent Woltowicz Paminétina, kad herbai
architektiiros interjere ir eksterjere — ne tik padékos, tafiau ir dosnumo,
pasididziavimo, visuomeninés, politinés arba turtinés padéties simbolis.

. Vietinés kilmés Zenklai Zemaitijos bajory antspauduose buvo vaizduojami dar XV a.
Kita vertus, $iuo metu turbiit vienintelis Zinomas XV a. pirmosios pusés asmeninis
zenklas priklausé Zemaitijos bajorui Jurgiui Galminui, kuris tvirtindamas 1434 m.
Gardino aktg antspaude vaizdavo romba, sudaryta i$ keturiy galais uzlenkty linijy.
Sio rombo viduryje pavaizduotas taskas. Zemaitijos bajory vietinés kilmés herbams
yra buidingi keli bruozai. Pirmasis pozymis sietinas su herby paplitimu biitent tam
tikroje teritorijoje. Analizuojant bajory heraldika, matyti, kad herbas su tam tikra
figtira arba figiiry kombinacija yra paplitgs tik Lietuvos Didziojoje Kunigaikstystéje,
atskirose jos teritorijose. Vadinasi tokiu atveju, Siame darbe minimas vietinés kilmés
herbas galéjo atsirasti nebiitinai Zemaitijoje, tadiau ir kitoje Lietuvos DidZiosios
Kunigaikstystés teritorijoje. Antrasis bruozas sietinas su herbo savininkais ir jy
kilme, atliekant analiz¢ matyti, kad ypatingai XVI a. ¢iagimiai bajorai gal¢jo naudoti
vietinés kilmés herbus. Vadinasi, tokiems bajorams nebuvo priezas¢iy dél kuriy jie
buvo priversti atsisakyti savo senyjy herby ir perimti lenkiSkuosius. Treciasis
pozymis, sietinas su herbo figiira arba figiiry kombinacija — vietinés kilmés heraldikai
biidingos linijinés, strélinés, geometrinés, neretai gana primityvios figliros ir jy
kombinacijos. Ketvirtasis bruozas, analizuojant herbyny medziaga nepavyksta juose
rasti vietinés kilmés herby identisky atitikmeny. Penktas pozymis sietinas su tuo, kad
ypatingai lenky herbynuose Sie vietiniai herbai yra jvardijami kaip asmeniniai,
lietuviski arba lenkidkyjy herby atmainos. Sestasis bruozas, lyginant skirtingy
laikotarpiy herbynuose pateiktg informacija, pavyksta rasti ziniy, kad kartais vietinés
kilmés herbui buvo suteikiamas pavadinimas.

. Jau XVI a. I puséje pastebimas lenkiskosios heraldikos skverbimasis j Zemaitijos

bajorijos heraldikos tradicija. Pamazu | Zemaitijos bajory heraldika skverbiasi
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horodlijiniai Galvaraiséio (lenk. Natecz), Lapino (lenk. Lis), Dembno (lenk. Debno),
Trijy ragy (lenk. Traby), Lelivos (lenk. Leliwa) herbai. Lenkiskieji herbai atneSami ir
atsikeliant lenky bajory giminéms — Gruzevskiams (Lubico (lenk. Lubicz) herbas),
Gorskiams, Odachovskiams (Galvarais¢io (lenk. Nalecz) herbas) ir kitiems. Pamazu
Sios giminés uzima svarbig padétj tarp politinio elito atstovy, o jy herbai iki pat X VIII
a. vaizduojami tiek herbiniuose antspauduose, tiek architektiiroje, tiek spaudiniuose.

. Atvykéliy i§ vokiskos kultiros krasty heraldika j Zemaitija XVII a. — XVIII a.
pradzioje plito su Siame regione besikurianciais vokieciy bajorais. ISlik¢ pavieniai
XVII — XVIII a. pradzios heraldikos Saltiniai rodo, kad Siuo laikotarpiu atvykéliy i$
vokiegiy kultiiros $aliy heraldika pradéjo skverbtis ir j Zemaitija. Ji nagringjamu
laikotarpiu buvo negausi, sudaré iki dviejy su puse procento i§ visy darbe tyrinéty
herby. Lenky herbynai Siems herbams bandé primesti vardus, bet kaip rodo ty
herbyny medziaga — nesékmingai, dauguma sutiko su pavadinimu asmeninis herbas
(herb wtasny). Problematiska atsakyti, ar $i heraldika jtakojo Zemaitijos bajory
heraldikos tradicijas. Kita vertus, i$lik¢ Saltiniai rodo, kad Sios atvykéliy giminés
naudojo pastovy savo ir tik savo giminés herba, atsineSta heraldika nesikeité arba
beveik nesikeité, iSsaugojo savaja tradicija.

. XVI a. pradzioje Zemaitijos bajory heraldikos tradicijoje pastebimos herby
individualizavimo apraiskos. Zemaitijos bajory heraldikos tradicijoje pastebimi du
herby individualizavimo biidai. Pirmuoju atveju herbai individualizuoti, keiciant
herbo sudedamgsias dalis. Zemaitijos bajory heraldikos tradicijoje galima i3skirti
Siuos herby individualizavimo atvejus: 1) herbo figiiros koregavimas, 2) herbo Salmo
keitimas, 3) herbo Salmo ir figiiros keitimas. Antruoju atveju, herbai individualizuoti
sudarant jungtinius herbus. Tokiu biidu Zemaitijos bajory jungtiniuose herbuose
atsispindéjo ne tik zinios apie konkrety asmenj, taciau brolystés, platesni kilmés,
giminystés, santuokos rySiai. Tokiuose herbuose jungtos ne tik herbinés figiiros,

taciau ir herbo $almo papuosaluose vaizduoti simboliai.
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
